Qualified candidates should be current NATCO members and have a minimum of three years of clinical experience in the OPO industry.  Each facilitator must possess strong clinical and public speaking skills, have the ability to be flexible and have good critical-thinking skills.
In addition, a reference from the candidate’s immediate supervisor is required due to the time commitment for this position.

Please Note: If you are interested in becoming a SAM facilitator, you must be willing to travel to at least two sessions per year.  One of which will be an OPO-sponsored on-site event, and one will be a NATCO-sponsored event.  Each facilitator will be provided $250 per day for each day he or she teaches at an OPO-sponsored event.  There will be no payment for teaching at NATCO-sponsored events.  All travel expenses are reimbursed by NATCO.  
In addition, SAM will be eligible to come to the facilitator’s OPO for his or her own donor management workshop at a reduced rate of $1,500, provided that the facilitator has fulfilled the above requirements.  Should the facilitator not teach for a 12-month period, he or she will be replaced.
